
English: In English we will be reading ‘ The Queens 

Kickers’, ‘ The Kings Pants’, ‘The Kings Coronation’ and ‘ 

Winnie The Pooh Meets King Charles’ . During this unit 

we will be retelling the story in our own words, using 

the story to create our own story, writing a poem and 

an information text.  

Maths: In Maths we will be continuing to learn about 

multiplication and division, where children will learn to 

count in 2s, 5s and 10s. Next children learn about frac-

tions Children will learn about half and quarters. We 

will then start a unit on time.  

 

Science: In Science we are continuing the unit of  animal 

including human. We will be focusing on humans, Chil-

dren will learn which senses are associated with each 

body part. We will also be looking at how humans needs 

change as we get older. 

History : In History we will be about Queen Elizabeth I 

and Queen Elizabeth II. We will compare the two 

Queens and their reigns. We will look what life was like 

during Queen Elizabeth I reign and discuss if we would 

have liked to live during her rule.
