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English: In English we will be reading 

‘Shackleton’s Journey’ by William Grill. We will 

also be using the book ‘The Polar Bear Explor-

ers Club’ to look at using dialogue to show char-

acter. We will finish the half term by looking at 

snow poetry. 

Maths: In Maths we will be focussing on Ratio - 
scale factors, ratio and fractions and ratio prob-
lems. We will also look at Decimals with the four 
operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication 
and division) and Algebra - expressions, equa-
tions, 1 and 2 step functions. 

 

Science: In Science we will be learning about 
the human circulatory system and the functions 
of the heart, blood vessels and blood. We will 
also look at diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle 
and how they effect the way our bodies function. 

Geography: In Geography we will be learning 

about Ernest Shackleton. We will look at his ex-

peditions and all the geological features of his

RE: In RE we will be exploring the question ‘Why do 
Hindus want to be good?’ Through this unit the chil-
dren will build on their understanding of the Hindu 
worldview and dharma. They will hear and interpret 
the story of ‘man in the well’ from the Mahabharata 
and investigate the key concepts of Karma, Dharma 
and Samsara.
